Enami uses the murrine technique, in which, having hand made
many different kinds of glass parts, she arranges them, heats them
to connect them, then uses the result as her gather for blowing
glass. In four works, Fire, Water, Earth, and Sky, small pieces of glass
in arrangements of color that suit the title of each work connect and
intricately create minute motifs and color gradations.

Togashi creates works based on landscapes and plants she saw as a child,
the sounds of nature, and other experiences. She associates the process by
which she creates forms by blowing her own breath into molten glass with the
buds starting to open on a bare tree branch. That connection has led to a
series that includes "Harvest”, with flowers blooming on a branch as the motif,
and “sound of blooming”, which makes us think of the moment when a bud
bursts into bloom.

Nakamura works with decorative cuts, sculpturally applied to the surface
of the glass, as the core of his practice. He is establishing new styles
that rest on traditional techngiues but are not constrained by convention.
That orientation can be seen in his vessels that use traditional Japanese
motifs, in his “frame” series, where the surfaces of polyhedral cuts create
a frame-like effect, and in his “Landscape Cut Glass” series. That series
is distinguished by painterly motifs such as trees and waves rendered in
a manner similar to that of woodblock prints.

In Tower of Landscape,
the forms of mountains, continuing on into the distance, are depicted in
the octagonal, tapered glass pillar; the effect varies depending on the
angle from which the work is viewed. The light highlights the colors of the
glass, the motifs, and the fine bubbles within it, in a fantasy-like work
that seems to float on air.

Tsuda works in blown glass and a variety of other techngiues and
creates mainly utilitarian vessels. One group, works that make effec-
tive use of the feel that results from firing glass to which metallic leaf,
ground stone powder, and other materials have been applied, is the
fruit of experimentation during his time at the Kanazawa Utatsuyama
Kogei Kobo. The interaction between their simple cylindrical or
box-shaped forms and the depth of their colors create a beautiful
countenance.

In her works, which are inspired by emotionally moving
scenes from daily life, Fujii devotedly, painstakingly expresses seasonal
motifs, such as flowers and birds, as though capturing beautiful moments
from the ever-changing seasons.

She creates them using the
pate de verre technique, a kiln-casting method in which powdered
glass is finely packed into a mold and fused by firing. Her gentle use
of color and delicate, embroidery-like decoration express the affec-
tion for things precious to herself that is the root of Imai’s creative
work.
